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Resumen

La investigacion se desarrollé en la Zona Sur del Municipio de Ocozocoautla de Espinosa,
Chiapas, México y tiene como objetivo analizar la prevalencia de interrelacion entre espacio
(resiliencia vivienda rural) y sociedad (familia) que conforman la poblacion de dos
comunidades rurales (Vicente Guerrero y la Independencia), mediante caracterizacion de
aspectos sociales, econémicos, ambientales y urbanos. Se parte de ¢Cudl es la interrelacion
entre resiliencia de la vivienda (espacio) y familias, en contextos poblacionales rurales
(social)?. Se us6 metodologia mixta para el acopio de informacion (fuentes primarias y
secundarias), se disefié un marco muestral probabilistico y el procedimiento se fundamenta
en un estudio de caso. Los resultados exponen analisis descriptivo de variables categoricas,
con limites porcentuales (inferior y superior) y nivel de confianza del 95% de caracteristicas
sobre: tipo y composicion de la familia (completa e incompleta) y etapas del ciclo de vida
familiar. Analisis inferencial con Test de Prueba (Chi Cuadrada de Pearson) para estudiar la
dependencia entre “etapas del ciclo de vida familiar” y “sectores economicos, lineas de
ingreso minimo, combustible usado, seguridad juridica de la vivienda, tiempo de residencia
en la vivienda y materiales diversos del parque habitacional” y la busqueda de fuerza de
relacién con estadisticos basados en Chi (Phi, V de Cramer y Coeficiente de Contingencia).

Se concluye que la influencia de los centros urbanos y la acciones del estado (politicas
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publicas), estan modificando la resiliencia o resistencia del uso y produccion de la vivienda
rural, su relacién con la poblacién rural y se estan perdiendo grandes extensiones de
reservorios ambientales y; que en tanto permanezcan este tipo de “acciones” (politicas
publicas) por parte del estado hacia las comunidades rurales y exista permisivismo de la
poblacién, cuanto mayor sera la afectacion a los activos o capital (humano, social y fisico)

de los centros rurales del pais.
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Abstract

The research was developed in the Southern Zone of the Municipality of Ocozocoautla de
Espinosa, Chiapas, Mexico and its objective is to analyze the prevalence of interrelation
between space (rural housing resilience) and society (family) that make up the population of
two rural communities (Vicente Guerrero and The Independence), by characterizing social,
economic, environmental and urban aspects. Be part of What is the interrelation between
resilience of housing (space) and families, in rural (social) population contexts? Mixed
methodology was used for the collection of information (primary and secondary sources), a
probabilistic sampling frame was designed and the procedure is based on a case study. The
results show descriptive analysis of categorical variables, with percentage limits (lower and
upper) and 95% confidence level of characteristics on: type and composition of the family
(complete and incomplete) and stages of the family life cycle. Inferential analysis with Test
Test (Pearson Chi Square) to study the dependence between "stages of the family life cycle™
and "economic sectors, minimum income lines, used fuel, legal security of housing, residence
time in housing and various materials from the housing park "and the search for strength of
relationship with statisticians based on Chi (Phi, V of Cramer and Coefficient of
Contingency). It is concluded that the influence of urban centers and the actions of the state
(public policies), are modifying the resilience or resistance of the use and production of rural
housing, its relationship with the rural population and are losing large extensions of
environmental reservoirs and ; that as long as this type of "actions” (public policies) remain

on the part of the state towards the rural communities and there is permissiveness of the
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population, the greater the affectation to the assets or capital (human, social and physical) of
the rural centers from the country.
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
